 RESEARCH GRANT APPLICATION

Deadline for submitting grant requests is September 1, 2012.

The Illinois Counseling Association Foundation will award a maximum of two $1000 Melanie E. Rawlins Research Grants at the Fall 2012 Annual Conference.  Applicants must be ICA members, and may be counseling graduate students, practicing professionals, ICA Divisions, ICA Chapters, or ICA Committees. The awards will be presented at the annual ICA Conference Awards Banquet, and recipients are expected to be in attendance to receive their award.
Terms:  This grant is to support a research project, the results of which must be submitted for publication in the Journal of Counseling in Illinois (JCI) and/or be submitted as a proposal for presentation at the following 2013 ICA Annual Conference.  This research project must be completed by December 2013 and must advance the counseling profession. 

All sections of the proposal must be filled out clearly and thoroughly, and must include the following:

I.  Applicant information.

a. Name of the applicant, indicating if you are a student, practitioner, or teacher.
b. Address of the applicant.

c. Phone number of the applicant.

d. E-mail address.

e. Fax number. 

f. Name of the Professor supervising the research if you are a student applicant. 

g. Date of the application. 

II.   What is the purpose and what outcomes do you hope to address through this

research project?

a. Describe the basic hypothesis you are exploring.

b. Describe and explain the methodology you will utilize.

c. Describe the assessment tools you will be using.

d. Identify the number of people you will involve in your study, and how they will be recruited.

e. Outline the estimated timeline for completion of the project and submission of the manuscript.  

III.  Describe how this research project fits the ICAF purpose and/or advances the
counseling profession.
(The purpose of the Foundation is to enhance individual human development by conducting and fostering programs of education in the field of counseling, promoting and conducting programs of research in such field, making grants and awards in furtherance of education and research in such field, and engaging in such other and further means as may be necessary and proper to accomplish the foregoing purpose.)

IV.  Report the way you have (or plan to) submitted your research project for review

 through a Human Subjects Review such as a university Institutional Review

 Board?  

a. Attach a letter indicating approval from the IRB, or the intent of such approval*.

  student must go through her/his own institution for this approval.
